We cordially invite you to the Grand Hall of the National Gallery of
Slovenia to attend the nineteenth consecutive season of the Harmony of
the Spheres series. We shall follow the concept established last season and
extend the Harmony of the Spheres: Pictures at an Exhibition 7710 the
second one. You will be treated to certain compositions inspired by specific
works of art from the collection of the National Gallery of Slovenia
or from the treasure chest of World Art. Our main guest will be an
exceptional British composer, Charlotte Bray, who is writing a new piece
inspired by the sculpture of Drago Trsar: Amidst the Powerful and the
Powerless. 7he composition has been commissioned by our orchestra and
the Aurora ensemble of London as a joint venture. Thus, Trsar's sculpture
shall resonate in a production of this prestigious orchestra in London at
the end of this year. We still keep cooperation with the Academy of Music
in Ljubljana. Its select students will compose music miniatures on subjects
of the paintings in the National Gallerys collection. Besidles contemporary
we shall produce also a number of compositions from the classical heritage
of world music by composers E Mendelssohn - Bartholdy, J. Rodrigo,
J. Taverner, A. Vivaldi, and A. Piazzolla. We shall host several excellent
musicians from Slovenia and Europe: the violinist Nika Toskan, the
guitarist Mak Grgié, the soprano Rinnat Moriah, the cellist Natalie
Clein and duo Neotango.

Lectures might not be that self-evident, except for the double treat with
Tisar's sculpture in the fourth concert. Mateja Breséak, MA, the keeper
of our sculpture collection will see to it. Dr Alenka Simoncic will talk on
the allegory of love and war, Sara Miiller on the royal palace at Aranjuez,
Spain, Mojca Jenko, MA, will discuss relations between music and the
visual arts in the Venetian tradition, while Dr Katra Meke will present
music and dance visualizations in the visual arts to tie the subject matter
to tango.

Koncerti v Dubrovniku (Dubrovniski poletni
festival), Zadru, Zagrebu (Zagrebski poletni festival, Baro¢ni festival
Zagreb), Samoboru, Opatiji (Bienale sodobne glasbe), Rabu, Pagu,
Novem Sadu (Festival Nomus), Celovcu, na Ohridu (Ohridski
poletni festival), v Podgorici (Festival A tempo), Gorici, Tistu,
Murcii, Madridu (Veranos de la Villa), na Festivalu Emilia Romagna
in na Dunaju so vselej naleteli na navdusen sprejem pri ob¢instvu in
kritiki. Od leta 1999 ansambel deluje v okviru istoimenskega drustva.
Spodbuja nastanek novih glasbenih del, skrbi za notne izdaje, objavlja
promocijske zgo$¢enke in prireja ciklus koncertov Sozvoéje svetov v
sodelovanju z Narodno galerijo.

Posebno dozivetje je
bilo sodelovanje z akordeonistom Richardom Gallianom na festivalih
Glasbeni september 2007, Festival Maribor 2010, na Dubrovniskih
poletnih igrah 2011, Festivalu Ljubljana 2017 in v dvorani Vatroslav
Lisinski 2018. Ansambel je bil v letih 2009-2012 rezidenéni ansambel
in koproducent Festivala Maribor. Pod umetniskim vodstvom violinista
Richarda Tognettija je sodeloval s Stevilnimi svetovno priznanimi
glasbeniki, kot so pianist Boris Berezovski, flavtist Emmanuel Pahud,
tenorist James Gilchrist, violinista Arvid Engegard in Satu Vanska,
sopranistka Sabina Cvilak, pianist Melvyn Tan, kitarist Vlatko
Stefanovski in kavalist Teodosii Spassov. Ansamblov repertoar obsega
skladbe vseh stilnih obdobij. Posebno pozornost namenja stvaritvam
slovenskih avtorjev, tudi najmlajsih, ki se Sele uveljavljajo. Vse to
potrjuje visoko kakovost ter vlogo in pomen Komornega godalnega
orkestra Slovenske filharmonije v slovenski in evropski poustvarjalni
kulturi.

The Slovene Philharmonic String Chamber Orchestra

consists of twelve string musicians, members of the Slovene
Philharmonic Orchestra. The orchestra was founded in 1993
with the support of the Ministry of Culture of the Republic of
Slovenia. During the twenty-six years of its existence, the Slovene
Philharmonic String Chamber Orchestra, recast as a society in
1999, has given over 550 concerts in Slovenia and abroad. It
has performed ar the Ljubljana Summer Festival, the Maribor
Festival (Musical September Festival), at the Musica Danubiana
Festival, the Slovenian Music Days, and in Ljubljana as part of
the ISCM World Music Days “Slovenia 2003”. The concerts
in Dubrovnik (Dubrovnik Summer Festival), Zadar, Zagreb
(the Zagreb Summer Festival and the Zagreb Baroque Festival),
Samobor, Opatija (Biennial of Contemporary Music), Novi Sad,
Klagenfurt, Obrid, Podgorica (Festival A Tempo), Gorizia, Trieste,
and Madrid (Veranos de la Villa) were received with consistent
enthusiasm by both the audiences and the critics. As a society it has
stimulated musical creativity, production of new compositions, score
editions, as well as promotional CDs since its onset. The orchestra
has collaborated with numerous Slovene musicians of international
acclaim, such as pianist Dubravka Tomsi¢ Srebotmjak, flautist
Irena Grafenauer, soprano Nika Gorié, contralto Mirjam Kalin,
and other renowned musicians, such as cellists Alexander Rudin,
Mischa Maisky, Enrico Dindo and Natalie Klein, violinists Dmitri
Sitkovecki, Sarah Chang, Pria Mitchell and Alissa Margulis,
pianists Boris Berezovski, Lukas Geniusas and Polina Leschenko,
trumpeter Reinhold Friedrich, hornist Stefan Dobr, flautist Massimo
Mercelli. Particularly precious were appearances with accordionist
Richard Galliano at the festivals Glasbeni september 2007, Festival
Maribor 2010, Dubrovnik Summer Performances 2011, Festival
Ljubljana 2017 and in the Vatroslav Lisinski Hall, Zagreb, in
2018. During 2009-12, it was the Orchestra in Residence and
the producer of the Maribor Festival under the artistic leadership of
Richard Tognetti. It has performed with musicians, such as flautist
Emmanuel Pahud, tenor James Gilchrist, pianists Boris Berezovsky
and Melvyn Tan, violinists Arvid Engegard, Satu Viinskd, Anthony
Marwood, soprano Sabina Cvilak, guitarist Viatko Stefanovski,
kavalist Teodosii Spassov. The orchestra’s repertoire includes all
period styles with special place reserved for younger Slovenian
composers. Dedicated to high quality, the Slovenian Philharmonic
String  Chamber Orchestra is consolidating its reputation in
the creative endeavours of Europe. It received the countrys most
prestigious national accolade, the PreSeren Fund Award in 1999,
as well as the Zupancic Award of the City of Liubljana in 2004,
the Betetto Charter in 2006 and the Shield of the City of Liubljana
in 2012.

Whether Felix Mendelssohn — Bartholdy ever used the visual arts as inspiration
to his compositions we cannot tell with certainty. However, he wrote theatre
music for the Sophocles' Antigone performed at the Prussian court. The
theme of Mars and Venus in Western visual tradition was in Mendelssohn s
time associated with the drama of Sophocles. In Western Art often a pretext
to depiction of erotic scenes, it carries a universal idea of the god of war,
who set aside his arms after war effort and succumbed to Love. Omnia
vincit Amor.

Since 2000 she has been employed as a curator in the
National Gallery of Slovenia where she heads the documentation
department. She has edited and co-edited several exhibition
catalogues and other publications in the National Gallery. She has
managed several outstanding international exhibitions, such as
Mediaeval Manuscripts from the Zice Charterhouse, 1160—1560;

Polish Painting around 1900; Franc Kavcié/Caucig and Antiquity;

Slovenian Impressionists and their Time: 1890-1920; Painting in

Normandy. At the Dawn of Impressionism; Giambattista Tiepolo.

Drawings from the Collection of Civici Musei from Trieste; and
the exhibition lvana Kobilca (1861-1926). “Painting is something
beautiful”. She contributed to the catalogue Slovenian Impressionists
and their Time a chapter on book illustration between 1890 and
1920 and a chapter on the social and political satire and caricature,

to the survival of the themes of antiquity and to gems, images
engraved into precious stones, which were the subject of her doctoral
dissertation mentored by Professor Natasa Golob.

Nika TOSKAN (1997, Kubed pri Kopru) started to play violin
at the age of three with Cristina Verita, continued at Music
School in Koper with Tinkara Marinac and at the Art Grammar
School in Koper with Prof Bogomir Petral. After taking courses
in Portogruaro, Italy (Scuola di perfezionamento musicale,

Masterclass internazionale) with Ilya Grubert, she enrolled at the
Conservatorium van Amsterdam in the Netherlands to study with
him.

She has taken part in international competitions since the age of
eight, mainly in Italy where she has won several top awards; she
has been regional and in 2009 national champion.

Palacio Real de Aranjuez

Leta 1561 je $panski kralj Filip II. v mestu Aranjuez narocil gradnjo
palace za letno rezidenco kraljeve druzine. Izdelavo naértov in gradnjo
je zaupal $panskemu renesan¢nemu arhitekeu in kiparju Juanu Bautistu
de Toledo, dokonéal pa jo je arhiteke Juan de Herrera. Mogo¢no
kraljevo palaco obdajajo obsezni vrtovi, ki so leta 1939 navdahnili
$panskega komponista Joaquina Rodriga, da je v napetem ozra¢ju ob
koncu $panske drzavljanske vojne in na pragu nove svetovne morije v
Parizu ustvaril svoj Concerto de Aranjuez.

Phillip II of Spain ordered the construction of a summer residence for the
royal family in the town of Aranjuez in 1561. He entrusted the planning
and construction to the Spanish architect and sculptor Juan Bautista
de Toledo, whose work was completed by the architect Juan de Herrera.
The magnificent palace was surrounded by vast gardens that inspired the
Spanish composer Joaquin Rodrigo to create his Concerto de Aranjuez in
Paris in 1939, in the tense atmosphere at the end of the Spanish Civil War
and at the threshold of the new universal carnage.

Benetke od srednjega veka slovijo kot mesto glasbe, od 1501 pa tudi
kot prestolnica glasbenega zalozniStva. Francoski popotnik 18. stoletja
je zapisal: "V vsakem domu igrajo na glasbene inStrumente in pojejo,
povsod muzicirajo ali pa hitijo poslusat igranje.” V mestu je bilo ve¢
opernih gledalis¢; krojila so slog in okus stare celine. V tako okolje se je
1678 rodil Antonio Lucio Vivaldi, uspesen italijanski skladatelj, violinist,
dirigent in glasbeni pedagog. Vivaldijeva osebnost in njegova glasbena
ustvarjalnost pa sta navdihovala in $e navdihujeta tudi likovne umetnike.
LEver since the Middle Ages Venice has claimed the title of City of Music and
since 1501 also as the capital of music score publishing. A French traveller
wrote in the 18” century: “In every home an instrument was played and
one sang, music was played everywhere, or one ran to hear it played.” The
city proudly offered several opera houses which shaped the style and raste
of the old continent. Antonio Lucio Vivaldi, a famous Iralian composer,
violinist, conductor and teacher was born in 1678 into that environment.
Vivaldi's personality and his music have always inspired visual artists, and

they still do so.

Mojca JENKO (Ljubljana, 1958) je na Filozofski fakulteti (FF)

Aktivna je
v vodstvenih organih strokovnih drustev (Slovensko muzejsko
drustvo, od 1997; Slovensko umetnostnozgodovinsko drustvo,
od 2014). Je tudi ¢lanica Slovenske matice. Sodelovala je pri
pripravi vrste razstav; doma in v tujini je postavila tudi nekaj
avtorskih. Za razstavo Ivan Napotnik (1888-1960). Iz javnih
in zasebnih zbirk (Ljubljana—Velenje 2006; Dunaj 2008), sta s
soavtorico Mileno Koren Bozicek prejeli Valvasorjevo priznanje.
V avtorstvu Jenkove in vabljenih strokovnjakov je NG izdala
monografski publikaciji Zbirka kopij fresk v Narodni galeriji
(2007) in Od Narodnega doma do Narodne galerije (2009).

Young soprano Rinnat MORIAH has performed at the Scala in
Milan, Staatsoper and Deutsches Oper in Berlin, as well as Theater
an der Wien and Badisches Staatstheater Karlsrube. Her ample
repertoire of lyrical and coloratura parts includes Zerbinetta (Ariadne
on Naxos), Adina (The Elixir of Love), Queen of Night (The Magic
Flute), and Violetta Valéry (La Traviata). She has performed at the
Rossini opera festival, Pergolesi-Spontini Festival, Baden-Baden
Festival, Luzern Festival, and Festival in Aix-en-Provence. Among
the famous concert halls she appeared in Concertgebouw, Berliner
Philharmonie, Philharmonie de Paris, Elbphilharmonie, and
BBC Proms festival as well as with orchestras such as Staatskapelle
Berlin, Rundfunk-sinfonie Orchester Berlin, Philharmonie Essen,
The Israel Philharmonic Orchestra, New World Symphony, Lucerne
Festival Strings, and Ensemble Modern. Under the baton of
maestro Daniel Barenboim she sang the suite from Alban Berg's
opera Lulu. Rinnat Moriah excels particularly in Baroque music
repertoire. She has sung in the German premiere of Polyphemus
(Nicola Porpora), Tommaso Traetta’s opera Iphigenia in Tauris, the
title role in Leonardo Vinci's opera Didone abbandonata ar the
Hiindel Festspielen in Halle, as well as both coloratura parts in
Niccolo Jommelli's opera Fetonte (Phaeton). She has recorded Bach
cantatas, Dominick Argentos opera Postcard from Morocco, and
Christian Ludwig Boxberg’s opera Sardanapalus of 1698.

Leta 1965 je kipar Drago Trsar (1927) izdelal plastiko z naslovom Med
velikimi in malimi, kjer v abstrahirani konicasti dvopogledni formi
predstavlja ¢lovesko mnozico. Idejo mnozice, zaobjete v ¢isto formo,
je Drago Tisar intenzivno razvijal v svojem kiparskem ustvarjanju.
Odmaknil se je od realisti¢nega akademskega kiparstva in tudi v $tevilnih
javnih spomenikih poudaril pomen skupnosti nad posameznikom.
Clovek se v Tisarjevem kiparstvu namre¢ zliva v valovanje kolektiva —
brezimnih ljudskih mnozic.

Drago Trsar (1927) modelled a sculpture, Amidst the Powerful and the
Powerless, in 1965, representing a human crowd by means of abstracted
pointed form that lands the view from two opposite sides. The subject of the
crowd was an inexhaustible inspiration in Tisar's oeuvre. He distanced himself
from the academic realist style and even in numerous public monuments
emphasized the importance of community over the individual. Man in his
sculptures sinks into the inundation of the collective — the nameless crowd.

14. do 18. stoletja, Albert Sirk: slikar nasega morja, Likovni
umetniki SAZU. Z avtorskimi prispevki je sodelovala pri
razstavah Almanach in slikarstvo druge polovice 17. stoletja na
Kranjskem, Slovenski impresionisti in njihov ¢as: 1890-1920,

in Carniola; Slovene Impressionists and their Time: 1890-1920;

Drawing in Slovenia: 1870-1950; Alojz Gangl: A Sculptor on his
Way to Modernism; New Acquisitions of the National Gallery of
Slovenia: 2001-2010; and Art for the Brave New World: Sculptures
from the Government Art Collection, as well as to the exhibitions of
Slovenian Impressionists in Paris (2013) and in Prague (2019). She
also participated in the re-installation of the permanent collection

Her research is dedicated to early
modern sculpture in Slovenia. She has received the Izidor Cankar
Diploma for her part in the project Almanach and Painting in the
Second Half of the 17" Century in Carniola in 2007, and Valvasor
Diploma for Alojz Gangl: A Sculptor on his Way to Modernism in
2010.

have performed her compositions. Brays second recording, a disc of
chamber works on the Richard Thomas Classical label was released
in 2018. Recorded at the Sendesaal in Bremen, Germany, with the
Amaryllis Quartet, the Mariani Piano Quartet and pianist Huw
Watkins, the project was generously supported by PRS Foundation’s
Composer Fund. At the Speed of Stillness, Bray’s debut recording on

NMC Records was released in October 2014. Her many accolades
include the Royal Philharmonic Society Composition Prize; Lili
Boulanger Prize; Critics' Circle Award; named in The Evening
Standard’s Most Influential Londoners (2011); Honorary Member
of Birmingham Conservatoire and named Alumni of the Year

(2014).

musicians in the same year. She received the Queen Elizabeth 11
grant to study at the Royal College of Music and completed her
education in the class of Heinrich Schiff in Vienna. As a cellist,

she has performed all over the world with orchestras, such as the
Philharmoni Orchestra, The Hallé, Royal Philharmonic, Vienna

Chamber, BBC Scottish Symphony, Bournemouth Symphony,

Academy of St Martin-in-the-Fields, City of Birmingham

Symphony, Montreal Symphony, and Orquesta Filarménica de
Buenos Aires, under the batons of conductors Sir Roger Norrington,

Sir Mark Elder, Leonard Slatkin, Stéphane Denéve, and others. She
has recorded several CDs for publishers such as Hyperion and EMI.

She was appointed musician in residence at Oxford University in

2015 and is responsible for concert programming, development of
artistic projects and introduction of new models of teaching. She has
also been professor at the Royal College of Music in London as well
as art director of the chamber music festival ar Purbeck, Dorset. She
plays the Simpson’ Guadagnini cello of 1777.

Posnela je tri
zgo$¢enke, posvecene tangu, nastopala pa je v Rusiji, Sloveniji, na
Hrvaskem, v Franciji in Italiji. Sodelovala je z znanimi umetniki v
tem glasbenem Zanru, kot so argentinski pianist Hugo Aisemberg,
oskarjevec Luis Bacalov, saksofonisti Javier Girotto, Natalio
Mangalavite idr. Leta 1987 je ustanovila kulturno drustvo Punto
Musicale (FVG) in ga vodi $e danes. Organizirala je glasbene
teCaje evropskega socialnega sklada za Asolo Musica (Veneto), in
deluje kot umetniska direktorica glasbenih prireditev, kakr$ne so
Timavske nodi, Tango da Pensare, Koncerti v Opatiji. Diplomirala
je tudi iz estetike na univerzi v Bologni.



Carla AGOSTINELLO graduated at the age of eighteen from the
conservatory G. Tartini in Trieste where she also devoted herself
to the study of the organ and composition. After graduation she
studied first at the Rimski Korsakov conservatory in St. Petersburg
with Ekaterina Murina and afterwards with Giorgio Vidusso in
Trieste and at the Piano Academy Incontri col Maestro of Imola
with Franco Scala as well as chamber music with Piernarciso
Masi and Alexander Lonquich. She has been working for the
G. Verdi theatre and part time with the Miela theatre (where
in 1998 she organized the first show in Italy of Astor Piazzolla's
Tango Nuevo, with the participation of Laura Escalada Piazzolla,
his wife) in Trieste. She was a member of the Triestango quintet
until 1997, in 1998 she founded the ensemble Neotango with
the bandoneonist Massimiliano Pitocco. She has recorded three
CDs dedicated to tango and played in Russia, Slovenia, Croatia,
France, Italy. Agostinello has performed with renowned artists in
this musical genre, such as the Argentine pianist Hugo Aisemberg,
the Oscar winner Luis Bacalov, saxophonist Javier Girotto, Natalio
Mangalavite and others. She founded the Cultural Association
