¢ila petmesec¢no bivanje v Italiji. Po vrnitvi se je zaposlila kot

ilustratorka, najela lasten atelje in se novembra 1913 porocila

z arhitektom Ivanom Vurnikom. Leto pozneje sta se preselila

na Kranjsko, kjer Heleni ni uspelo vzpostaviti lastne socialne

mreze, povsem je bila odvisna od svojega moza in narocil,

ki so prihajala predvsem iz slovenske katoliske cerkve.

Trzasko Marijino oznanjenje, ornati za $kofa Jeglica, vezenine
za liturgi¢no rabo, poslikava v Zadruzni gospodarski banki,
knjizna oprema za Mohorjevo druzbo - to so njena najbolj
prepoznavna dela. Po druzinski tragediji leta 1942, v kateri je
pod streli italijanskih vojakov umrl devetnajstletni sin Niko,
je Helena izgubila vero v umetnost. Narocila so bila vse red-
kejsa, Ivana Vurnika so postopoma odslovili s Fakultete za
arhitekturo, zato sta se leta 1956 preselila v Radovljico, kjer je
Helena leta 1962 po dolgotrajni bolezni umrla.

elena Vurnik has been
known as a participant
in projects commis-
sioned to architect Ivan
Vurnik. In spite of fre-
quent accentuation of
creative parity, she has remained
in his shadow. As the keeper of her
bequest, the National Gallery of
Slovenia is presenting her first solo
exhibition in cooperation with the
Centre of Slovenian Architecture.
Helena Kottler was a Viennese art-
ist. She enrolled in the “Art School
for Wives and Girls” in Vienna in
1907, known as Damenakademie.
Upon completing her studies she

won a state travel grant which enabled her to spend five
months in Italy. Back in Vienna she worked as an illus-
trator, rented a studio of her own and in 1913 married
architect Ivan Vurnik. A year later they decided to move

to Ivan’s home in Radovljica, Carniola. Helena was unable
to create a social network of her own, she depended on her
husband’s commissions, mainly offered by the Catholic
church. The Annunciation in Trieste, liturgical vestments for
the bishop of Ljubljana, interior decoration of the Cooper-
ative Economy Bank, and book-design for the Mohorjeva
Catholic publishing house are her most outstanding works.
After their nineteen years old son was shot dead by the
Italian troops in 1942, Helena lost her faith in art. Com-
missions dropped drastically, her husband was gradually
removed from the School of Architecture, University of
Ljubljana, so they moved to his hometown in 1956, where
she died in 1962 after a prolonged illness.
